BENDIGO CAR CLUB PRIVATE PRACTISE CONDITIONS FOR FINANCIAL MEMBERS

· A committee member or a member of the track maintenance group must be present at all times during the private practice, as these persons are the only holders of keys to the complex.

· A track maintenance officer must be contacted before the prescribed day, as to what areas of the complex can and cannot be used.

· On arrival the participants must present their current BCC membership card and CAMS licence to the club representative for verification.

· All drivers involved in private practice must hold a current CAMS licence equivalent to the practice being undertaken; eg, Motorkhana- L2NS, Autocross- L2S, Off Road- NO, etc 

· The minimum age is 14 years for a junior driver in any Autocross or Khanacross related practice.
· Protective clothing, as specified by CAMS, would be required for the corresponding discipline must be worn throughout private practice. 

· Passengers may be carried during any practice for tuition and testing, passengers must wear the appropriate safety equipment for discipline being under taken. 

· Any passenger under 18 years of age must have a parental consent form signed by a parent or guardian before entering the vehicle.
· No passenger is to be under 12 years of age. 

· No competition may take place during private practice. 

· No results may be issued. 

· Adequate supervision of the venue and activities must be in place, including at least one able-bodied assistant.

· A spare road-registered car standing ready.

· A fire extinguisher and a 20-litre can of water.

· A working fixed or mobile telephone; and the necessary information to contact a hospital.

· See 'Private Practice' at page 7-15 (which is presently written for motor racing circuits, but is a sensible guide for non-racing activities)

· A “BAGSHOT MOTORSPORT COMPLEX ACTIVITY LOG” is to be filled out by the Committee representative present.

· A “PRIVATE PRACTISE DISCLAIMER” is to be filled out by everybody participating in the day’s activities.

· A “PASSENGER IN VEHICLES DISCLAIMER” is to be filled in by all passengers participating on the day.

It is your responsibility to observe and abided to these conditions.
